MINUTES
TOWN BOARD MEETING
DATE: April 27, 2016 AT 6:30 PM
LOCATION: WILLSBORO TOWN HALL

Present: Supervisor, Shaun Gillilland, Councilors: Steve Benway, Charles Lustig, Lane Sayward and Lorilee Sheehan.

Guests: Travis Crowningshield, Darren Dickerson, Peter Paine, Gregg Gordon

Supervisor, Shaun Gillilland called the meeting to order at 6:30 P.M. 

The board recited the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Public comments: 

Old Business:
1. Acceptance of Bid for Highway Loader: Travis and his guys have gone through and done a comparison on all the loaders that were brought to use as demos. The two operators went through everything. They rated them 1-5 one being the best 5 being the worst. The Volvo was the third highest on the bids but the two cheaper just didn’t work for a number of reasons. Travis briefed the board on all the machines. Between Travis, Allen and the two operators they would like the Volvo L70 with the trade in the price is $88,010.00. Volvo doesn’t have the buyback but, they will come up and appraise the machine in two years. The only spec the Volvo didn’t meet was the alternator but, that isn’t a big deal. All the bids were missing something. Steve Benway agrees with Travis. We have trade in value so he feels we should move on the CAT while it is worth something. Volvo states that we can sell the machine out right if we want to. We just need to make sure we can change that. Shaun will check with the attorney and see what the legality is on that. Steve is concerned that if we do the bids to sell it outright what happens if something happens to the machine before we get the machine. Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to accept the Volvo loader model L70 from Vantage Equipment. Lane Sayward moved. Steve Benway seconded.  Roll Call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland all in favor and the motion carried. 
2. Authorization for hire for ZBA & Planning Board Secretary: We have discussed in the past on Laura Bliss to act as the secretary for the boards. Shaun proposes her to do all the packets, filings, legal notices and minutes for Doug. This money would come from the planning line which is an unspent line. Shaun would like to see her receive $4000.00 a year. Steve Benway moved. Charles Lustig seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland all in favor and the motion carried. 

Shaun just wanted to let us know that we received the $20,000.00 for the Boquet Foundation. 

New Business:
1. Resolution to accept Audit for Town Justices: Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to accept the audit. Lane Sayward moved. Steve Benway seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 
2. Additional Employee for golf Pro Shop (part time): Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to hire a part time clerk at $10.00 an hour for the pro shop. Charles Lustig moved. Steve Benway seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. 
3. Summer Camp Staff Hires: The recommendations are Darrian Sweatt, Lucas Cross, Conner Sheehan, Kenesa Kohan, Nick Weissmann, Sheila Wilkins and one alternate Taylor Gohlke. Lane Sayward moved.  Lorilee Shehan seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried. 
4. Travis received a letter from the County DPW, that all council members need to sign. It’s just authorizing for us to be able to spend the chips money. We are hoping to be able to do all of Bay Lane. If not all we are hoping that we can get to Tunnel Ln. Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to pave 1.5 miles of Bay Ln. Charles Lustig moved. Steve Benway seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried. 

Motion Comments from the Board: Steve wants to make sure that we get an appointment set up with the union rep soon. 

Motion Comments from the Public: Travis asked if we got any info on the guys from Dannemora. Travis will get more information and get back to us. The program is when the CO’s get ready to retire they have the town board put them on payroll for one day which gives them a civilian id number. If we do this the guys pay to have projects done around town. Travis will get more information on this and bring it back.
