MINUTES
TOWN BOARD MEETING
DATE: December 9th 2015 AT 6:30 PM
LOCATION: WILLSBORO TOWN HALL

Present: Supervisor, Shaun Gillilland, Councilors: Charles Lustig, Lorilee Sheehan, Steve Benway, and Lane Sayward.
Guests: Justin Drinkwine, Vic Putnam, John Murphy, Karen Arnold, Tom Swazzo .
Supervisor, Shaun Gillilland called the meeting to order at 6:30 P.M. 

The board recited the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to approve the November 4th and November 19th board meeting minutes. Lane Sayward moved. Charles Lustig seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 

Cedar Wood Engineering: Supervisor Gillilland briefed the board and public on the project. Tom Swazzo stated that with the meters we will be charging for the usage per thousand. It’s hard to come up with rates at first. He briefed the board and public on how it will work and some of his concerns and thoughts on the meters. Mr. Murphy from Blair Supply Corp. gave a demonstration on some of the products that they have and how they work.  
Reports:

Supervisor:

1. Correspondence: The State Comptroller sent us a letter stating that $25,200.00 will be transferred from the Willsboro Fire District to the Willsboro EMS District. Supervisor Gillilland went to the web site and see what our new tax levy was but the website was down.  
2. Letter of resignation: We received a letter from Dan Cavney. He is resigning as the town’s planning board chairman. Supervisor Gillilland asked for a resolution of thanks for his years on the board. Steve Benway moved. Unanimous second.
3. County: 2016 Budget: We had a 6 percent increase that is down from when we initially started. They were also faced with health insurance increases and union pay raises increased.
4. Town: Loss of email server: We have been out of email service starting on Wednesday and back on fully on Tuesday. Right now we are registering a Willsboro-ny.gov. This way we won’t lose it again. We will move away from willex. All the emails that came in are gone for good.
5. Ambulance District: There is a draft contract with the ambulance district in your packet. Ron has some minor changes with it, no major changes. Supervisor Gillilland would like to get that signed. The money that they collect from the insurance has to come back to the town. Supervisor Gillilland asked for permission to sign the contract. Steve Benway moved. Charles Lustig seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 
6. I & M program: Our next step on the waste water consent order is the inspection and maintenance program. Supervisor Gillilland has received this and has submitted it. It had to be back December 31st so we are on track with this order.  
7. Speed: We were asked by a resident to look at the speeders by the ice rink. Supervisor Gillilland contacted the sheriff’s office. They placed a box out there. They came back with some very interesting data. However when they ran this, the speeders were not during the times the complainer said it was. The data collected showed we had 1-10 up to 70mph over the speed limit. The highest time for the speeders is on Wednesdays between 2 and 4 am, Thursday’s between 1 and 3 am and Friday between 1 and 3 am. Some were going at 100 mph. We will see if we can get this knocked down a little.
8. Plattsburgh Housing: They contacted us about a customer going on as an out of district coustomer. They filled out the application and the code enforcement officer and the water superintendent would have to sign it. We need more plans before we can move forward on this project. It is a Bay Lane property. If it passes the perc test and site plan and if Bob says that it’s okay.  We can move forward with it.
9.  Resignation: Ashley Blanchard has submitted her resignation after 8 years here. Ashley just wanted to thank everyone. Supervisor Gillilland thanked Ashley for making our transition into office a success and for everything that she has done for the town. Steve Benway moved on Shauns sincere thanks to Ashley. Unanimous second. 
Motion to Accept Supervisor’s Report, Operating Statement, and Warrant: Codia is working on the Supervisors report and operating statement. Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to approve the warrant. Steve Benway moved. Lorillee Sheehan seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried. 
TOWN CLERK: The Town Clerk read the monthly report. Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to accept the Town Clerks report. Lane Sayward moved. Charles Lustig seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. Bridget Brown stated that she contacted US Bank in regards to returning some late payment fees we received. They stated that they are unable to do that however, they can change the due date of the invoice but there would be a fee. Town Clerk recommended adding US Bank as a monthly pre pay. Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to accept the Town Clerks request. Lorilee Sheehan moved. Charles Lustig seconded. All in favor and the motion carried.
HIGHWAY: EXCUSED
Youth Commission: Basketball has started. We need a coach for 2nd graders. They met with reps from camp POKO. Last year we joined them on the snow festival but didn’t have the best turn out. The date is set for February 14th. We are hoping we will have a better turn out. We are looking for approval for a trip in January to Suny Plattsburgh. We will need a bus for that and the other thing is they would like to purchase a grill from Sam’s Club in the amount of $299.00. We also have a shed that the school has given us that will need to be moved. Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to get transportation for the January field trip to Suny Plattsburgh Charles Lustig moved. Lorilee Sheehan seconded.  Roll call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried. Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to purchase a grill from Sams club. Lane Sayward moved. Charles Lustig seconded. Roll call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried.  
Parks: We had Santa on Sunday. We didn’t have many kids this year. There was Shaun the sheep that same day and same time. Ashley and I meet with Nature Conservancy today. They have a name for their preserve. It will now be the Boquet River nature preserve. They ran a naming contest at the school. Monday they are going to award them with a gift certificate and will have a press release. We met with Chris Maron on gateway trail in hopes to go down black ash trail. It will need a lot of work. We will get money from the smart growth grant to help fix this trail. When talking with Chris he is doing a survival camp and is going to take kids to teach them how to use compasses and survive in the woods. Justin would like to do that at Noblewood sometime so he will start planning this event.  
Golf Course: We received two letters from unemployment. We need to look at that with the budget and see how much this will cost the golf course. We will need to make sure and adjust this next year.  Unemployment hasn’t given us exact numbers yet. 
Supervisor Gillilland stated that on Sunday from 2-4 we will be doing wings and pizza at Zekes with Essex. 
Old Business:
1. Adoption of Town Zoning Law: Local Law number 2 of 2015.
A LOCAL LAW REPEALING AND REPLACING

TOWN OF WILLSBORO ZONING ORDINANCE AND MAP

Be it enacted by the Willsboro Town Board as follows:

Section 1.  Authority – This Local Law is adopted pursuant to New York Municipal Home Rule Law.

Section 2.  Repeal and Replacement of Zoning Ordinance – The text and Zoning Map of the Town of Willsboro Zoning Ordinance and Map, which was originally adopted in 1974 and revised in 1980, is hereby repealed in its entirety and replaced by the attached amended Town of Willsboro Zoning Law, which is included by this reference as a part of this Local Law as if appearing herein in its entirety.

Section 3.  Severability – The invalidity of any clause, sentence, paragraph or provision of this Local Law shall not invalidate any other clause, sentence, paragraph or part thereof.

Section 4.  Repealer – All Local Laws or Ordinances or parts of Local Laws or Ordinances in conflict with any part of this Local Law are hereby repealed.  As stated in Section 2, this Local Law is specifically intended to supersede the provisions of the current text and map of the Town of Willsboro Zoning Ordinance and Map.

 Lane Sayward moved. Charles Lustig seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried.  
2. Heating System Approval for Noblewood Pavillion: Doug had a recommendation of doing electric radiant heat for the floors. Shaun talked with Perry and he said the problem with that is the doors are flush with the doors so we will have problems. Supervisor Gillilland wants to move on and go ahead and contract with Gardner’s with the overhead heating system. Doug’s suggestion was Allen Gardner’s as well. And with this system we could do ac with also. Charles Lustig moved. Steve Benway seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried. 
New Business:

1. Adirondack Foundation/ Paine Family Grant Proposal: He is formalizing the money he wants to give every year to the town. He estimates about 20 thousand a year. Ashley and Justin have put together what we think is important to the town. Mr. Paine would like to see it go to parks and recreation. We have put in for tables and chairs for Noblewood and picnic tables for Noblewood and at Gateway park. 
2. Advertising Board Application: We would like to advertise for the golf course manager and the Youth commission director. This way they can work on the whole process with us. Steve Benway moved. Lane Sayward seconded. All in favor and the motion carried.  Therese Grubb: she is a community planner. She just got done working with FEMA. She bought a house and would like to join the planning board. Supervisor Gillilland recommends her. Lorilee Sheehan moved. Lane Sayward seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 
3. Setting dates for End of Year Town Board meeting & New Year Organizational meeting:  Supervisor Gillilland would like to set the end of year meeting for December 30th, a Wednesday at 6:30 and January 6th the organizational meeting at 6:30.
Motion Comments from the board: Charles would like a resolution of condolences to the Boardman family on the death of Nicholas Boardman. Unanimous seconded.  The American legion would like a light on the flag pole. It’s a solar panel. It’s like $40. Charles Lustig moved. Lane seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 
Motion comments from the public: Vic noted on the streambank project he did get a copy of the construction contractors request for payment number 3. Supervisor Gillilland stated that they signed it today and we will submit to DEC. On payments one and two there was some issues but they have been resolved. On Monday the Lake Champlain basin project is having a meeting in Shelburne at 5 with the Coast guard and Emergency Services from both states to discuss oil spill response. It’s a joint meeting if anyone would like to attend.
FYI on the damn project: Derrick Miller is the chair. They had1900 hits on the photos in the first week. The only thing we have left out is the rail. We have to choose which one we want. 
Motion to Enter Executive Session to discuss Employee Assignments and Compensation: Lane Sayward moved. Charles Lustig seconded. All in favor and the motion carried.
Motion to Exit Executive Session. Charles Lustig moved. Steve Benway Seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 
ADJOURNMENT – 
Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to adjourn the meeting. Charlie Lustig moved to adjourn. Unanimous second.
