MINUTES
TOWN BOARD MEETING
DATE: December 9th 2015 AT 6:30 PM
LOCATION: WILLSBORO TOWN HALL

Present: Supervisor, Shaun Gillilland, Councilors: Charles Lustig, Lorilee Sheehan, Steve Benway, and Lane Sayward.

Supervisor, Shaun Gillilland called the meeting to order at 6:30 P.M. 

The board recited the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to approve the December 9th, 2015 board meeting minutes. Charles Lustig moved. Lane Sayward seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 

Guests – Willsboro Essex EMS Inc.: The board introduced themselves. Ron Jackson- President Becky Crowningshield, Danny Sweatt, Bobby Provost, Lee Ackley-Vice President Frank Walls, Alexander Walsh is the treasurer and Becky Provost is the Secretary. The board of health is reviewing the application. Mountain Lakes is meeting on the 27th once they vote that certificate of need will be transferred. It will take time to get vehicles relabeled ext. We would like to wait till late spring to hire someone. It isn’t easy to hire a paid EMT. The runs so far are 3 for this year.  We had a total of 427 runs last year. We haven’t settled on a billing agency yet, and we are having a hard time getting them to the meetings. We have got quotes on the insurance and will be at our next meeting. Steve Benway asked on the calls from the senior housing and will they pay like everyone. Ron Jackson stated they will be treated like everyone else. New York State will set the rate charge. Certificate of need will need to be transferred before we can do billing. The funds that are in the department now. The fire commissioners will have to pass a resolution to be turn over the funds to town board, and then will be turned over to the new district. They will have two accounts one for the donations and the other for the tax money. Supervisor Gillilland would like to have a member of the board report back to the town board monthly. We will make sure we have a flow of communication monthly. Alexander will report balances, expenses and donations monthly and to make sure that they balance. Steve would also like to have a report on any upcoming expenses. Alexander reports that $409.00 has been received in donations so far. Shaun states that we will release the money on a quarterly basis. 

OPENING COMMENTS:
Youth Commission: Karen reports they have their first basketball tournament this weekend. She will purchase refreshments and then come back for reimbursement. They have coaches for everyone. They have a combined event with POKO they are looking forward to. 

Supervisor: Shaun talked to ESPC on the engineering planning on the streambank extension work. They have all the data in and did the testing on the footings and don’t see any issues with the platform. They have all the data just need to do the report. The DAM  rail is up we are going to see if we can get some park benches down there. Shaun sent an email out on the El Nino and the ice storm and there is a high correlation with El Nino and having an ice storm. We suggested we should get some public service announcements out there. We are updating our emergency plan and contact list. Charles Lustig would like to be on that committee. Shaun Gillilland would like to have Mike Blanchard go around and see what lines need to be cleared out. Shaun would like Lorilee to talk to Steve at the school.  Shaun asked Lane to see about getting cots from Red Cross. Asked Steve Benway to talk to the contractors for emergency equipment.  Asked Lane to talk to Shrimp and Nancy to have a list ready of people that we would need to get to quickly.
