MINUTES
PUBLIC HEARING & TOWN BOARD MEETING
DATE: SEPTEMBER 14, 2016 AT 6:30 PM
LOCATION: WILLSBORO TOWN HALL

Present: Supervisor, Shaun Gillilland, Councilors: Charles Lustig, Steve Benway, and Lorilee Sheehan.

Excused: Lane Sayward

Supervisor, Shaun Gillilland called the Public Hearing meeting to order at 6:30 P.M. 

The board recited the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Supervisor Gillilland briefed the town on the new local law for the peddlers permit and read a correspondence from the Bronx Bistro food truck. Win asked if we are a little high on the fee. Supervisor Gillilland stated that the town board can set the fee on each occurrence. Supervisor Gillilland asked what would be a reasonable fee. They would like to see a fee schedule which would be by day or year and also have it be on a number of permits.  

Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to adjourn the public hearing. Steve Benway moved. Charles Lustig seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 

Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to approve the August 17, 2016 minutes. Steve Benway moved. Lorilee Sheehan seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 

Guests: Judge Morgan would like to apply for a grant to be able to move the court downstairs. Judge Dickerson is in favor of it all as well. Judge Morgan has had some conflict with arraignments because she has been called in to do them during our regular business hours.  She had a quote done up from Gilbert Belzile to get a rough idea as to the cost.  They are going to ask for roughly 11 thousand dollars to help cover the costs of moving it. Supervisor Gillilland states that he supports there idea. However, we will need to have another exit and make sure we are up to codes on it. For amounts of 20 thousand there is other guidelines that we will need to make sure we follow. Judge Morgan states that we may have to do this in a couple of grants. Steve feels if there is a potential for 30 thousand than we should apply for it. Supervisor Gillilland states that he can get the county to help us write the grant if we need. Travis stated that Doug had some info on this. Steve Benway moved to support and apply for the grant. Lorilee Sheehan seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 
	
Public comments: Win asked if there is any ventilation down stairs if the court moves down there. Supervisor Gillilland states that will have to all be looked at. 

Reports: 

Supervisor: 
1. Reports
a. Correspondence: Request to expand Water District #1: Letter from some people down on bay lane on the expansion. Supervisor Gillilland states that they are currently out of the district. In order for us to do this we will have to go through article 12 of town law in which the citizens can petition. However to do this they would need an engineered map plan and report. So we can’t move on the letter at this time. 
b. Town: IGA: they had a meeting last night with the WDC and nature conservancy they offered Eaton centers 100 thousand dollars nothing has been decided yet. If it goes through the WDC would take one acre and the building and will remarket it or sell to the party that was initially interested. 

Meeting with Attorney Cantwell- Marcianti Drainage: Supervisor Gillilland met with them last week on this on the drainage issue. Shaun feels they see our side of the issues and was given our lawyers card to contact for further info.

Town budget insurance workshop 21 Sept. 6 pm. 

USFWS fishing pressure survey Sept. – Oct they will be doing this study for fisher crusher surveys.  

c. County: Budget Workshops are set for the 4-8th of October Shaun will be out all this week working on the budget.

2. Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to accept the supervisors report and town warrant. Charles Lustig moved. Steve Benway seconded. Roll call: Benway, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried

Highway:  the road side mover broke the drive motor its 2210.00 for a new one. For the part that broke its $1,700.00 it’s a flange and needs new gears. They figured it would be better to just buy the new part.  Steve Benway moved to purchase the new drive motor for 2210.00. Charles lusting seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland all in favor and the motion carried. Travis reports they have finished the truck box on truck #3. We are cutting back a lot of the limbs from over the road ways. They are going to start hauling sand from Doug next week. Its $4.50 a yard we will be getting 1500 yards. 

Town Clerk: Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to approve the Town Clerks report. Charles Lustig moved. Lorilee Sheehan seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 

Ambulance: Excused

Youth Commission: They have the tournament this weekend all 10 schools are participating. The first game will start at 9. They will be parking across the road from the field in the parking. Krissy will be the crossing guard. They are looking for any volunteers that could help park cars ect. They are expecting about 1000 children. 

Golf Course: Excused. However, Shaun reports the golf course is doing well. 

Parks and Rec: Excused

OLD BUSINESS:
1. Motion to adopt proposed Local Law Regulating Peddlers: Steve Benway moved to adopt as of 31 of December with fees to be established at the organizational meeting. Charles Lustig seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sheehan, Lustig Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried.  
2. Adsit Cabin Proposals: all we got was a 10 thousand dollar grant for this. All the RFPs came in way to high. Scope came in at 13 thousand and then Earth science came in at a fix fee of 10 thousand dollars. Steve moved to accept the 10 thousand dollar bid suggest premise submit a written proposal of outline of services. Charles Lustig seconded. Roll call: Benway, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried. 
3. Seasonal Water District way ahead- Additional work for Final MP&R: Supervisor Gillilland stated that he needed to have a final Map plan and report first than we can set a public hearing. Doug Ferris and Bob the lawyer discussed on the process. They came back and said they were going to require further surveying and additional meetings there will be more cost of about $2500.00. If we move forward than we can add that into the bond if we want. Supervisor Gillilland asked if we wanted to move forward. Charles states we should and moved to continue. Lorilee Sheehan seconded.  Roll Call: Benway- ABSTAIN In favor Sheehan, Lustig and Gillilland. The motion carried.  
4. DASNY Collections grant: Hale collection have secured this grant. It’s a 75 thousand dollar grant and they are asking Shaun to put in a letter with information they need. We still have this committee that is formed between the two organizations that are trying to come up with a plan. Shaun doesn’t know if the board wants to wait till we have a plan or move forward and get the money and then go from there. Charles states that they had talked about doing an expansion of the back and that we should pursue it and then if we can’t just turn it back in. 
5. Cedar wood engineering gave us a bill on the combine bus garage the bill is for $2,006.00. Shaun spoke with Steve Broadwell and that bill it to be split with the town and school. Shaun states our portion is $1003.00 and Shaun will have Cedar wood reissue us a bill for our portion.  Lorilee Sheehan moved. Steve Benway seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sheehan, Gillilland, Lustig. All in favor and the motion carried.  

New Business:
1. Authorization for renewal/ continuation Golf Course Lease: Mr. Paine came in with the idea of an Evergreen lease. This time the John Deere mower isn’t going to be available to us and the tractor. He also wants an annual at no charge up to four single axle loads of whatever combination he may select wollastonite tailings, top soil, gravel, road mix etc. delivered to such location or locations the Pain property as he may direct. Steve mentioned we may have a problem of giving this to him and having the town haul it. Travis gave down a little run down as far as prices of the product. Travis doesn’t feel comfortable having his guys go and work on private property. We may have to have someone else haul it. 

Motions comments from the board: Charles Lustig states that the Essex County Historical Association is conducting a workshop. It is $75.00 for the day to go. Shaun Gillilland moved to have the town historian attend. Lorilee Sheehan seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried.

Win Belanger asked what is Mr. Paine looking for on the 4 loads of stuff. Win feels we need to look at this that he doesn’t feel it’s at the town’s best interest. He is going to want more and more and that the equipment is going to need repairs by the sounds. Charles noted that the computer at the Visitors Center is dead. Win volunteered to look at it for us.

He would like Highway superintendent Travis Crowningshield and Town Clerk Bridget Brown to attend. Steve Benway moved. Lorilee Sheehan seconded. All in favor and the motion carried.  

Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to exit executive session: Charles Lustig moved. Lane Sayward seconded. All in favor and the motion carried.
