Supervisor, Shaun Gillilland called the meeting to order at 6:30 P.M. 

The board recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Review of Minutes July 10, 2019 regular meeting Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to approve the July 10, 2019 regular meeting minutes. Steve Benway moved. Charles Lustig seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 

Public Comment: Pete Sowizdrzal wanted to thank the Willsboro DPW for the work they did on cleaning up the microburst that hit Buena Vista Park. 

Reports:
Supervisor
· Correspondence: EFC acceptance of EPG agreement for the county to do the Bay Lane acceptance study. BOE early voting schedule is 10 days prior to Election Day at Essex County Jail. The DEC consent order has been lifted at sewer plant. NYS Dept. Tax & Finance Final Equalization Rate.  DEC SPDES permit phosphorous limit reduction have to go back to DEC because they are more than halving limit and we are having a difficult time getting to that number with the upgraded plant. Our plant is not designed to get to that level. NYSEG rate increase an average $10 dollars a month increase. 
· Town: Budget estimates for departments due 20 September.  Tentative Budget filed no late than 30 September, Tentative Budget presented at Special Board Meeting no later than 5 October, Preliminary Budget Approved October Regular Board Meeting, Budget Public Hearing Thursday November 7. Final Budget approved November Regular Board Meeting. If cannot come to conclusion on the Final Budget the Preliminary budget becomes the final budget. Tax Cap set at 2%. Japanese knotweed eradication by the Vet memorial at not cost to us. The Vet Memorial is out to bid and due 8/23 and bid out for the waterfront consultant bid 9/6. Water meter bid to be posted on county website soon. 
· County: County has passed the coroners’ law, and state has decided to appeal the tree cutting at the appelet court. 

 
· Motion to accept Warrant, Supervisor’s Report: Steve Benway moved to accept the warrant and supervisors report. Charles Lustig seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sayward, Lustig, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried.  

· Town Clerk Report: Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to accept Town Clerk Report. Steve Benway moved Charles Lustig Seconded. All in favor and the motion carried

· DPW: Submitted chips reimbursement of $112,000 for the work they did on Reber Road and was accepted so should be getting check for this. Still have $95,000 because last year did not pave anyting and will be putting fine crusher run on dirt roads. Started screening top soil for the ball fields, waiting on Rodney Moran’s top soil to break down. Coonrod road is posted at 40 miles per hour. Jane Casemento called on the speed on route 22. Gillilland stated the sheriff is going to be putting a speed study out on Rte 22. Mr. Casemento stated his concerns and suggested where the speed study should be.

· Water and Sewer: Supervisor Gillilland briefed the board on a meeting with Cederwood to get the right mix with suspended solids and liquor for the sewer plant. 

· Ambulance District Report: Financially stable and planned a meeting for budget in early September. Call volume for July was 30 bringing the year to date total to 189 and did not receive any mutual aid. EMS has been doing a lot of training. On August 25th EMS and fire appreciation event will be held at the Grange. They have received the portable CO monitors for the first in response bags. Looking at staffing and County said they are phase 2 looking at into January and looking at the logistics.

· Youth Commission Report: Going into soccer season and the coaches for 5/6 are James Leibeik, 3/4 are Josh and Melanie and Aimee Lobdell, 1/2 and pre k children are still in need of coaches. Under the lights game which working with Travis. Getting new uniform shirts this year. Soccer tournament on September 11, 2019, and asked about parking across the street. Need help for parking and cooking for the day. Asked EMS and fire police to help out. Supervisor Gillilland volunteered to cook. 

·  Parks/Rec./Golf Course Report: Summer Program has come to an end, and averaged about 68 campers per day. Department of Health shut down the trail from the camp to the beach due to erosion. We are going to have to meet with the Nature Conservancy to come up with a plan of attack to stabilize it. There has been an increase of the usage of the lodge and Justin briefed the board about rentals during camp and thinking about not renting the lodge while camp is in session. Golf Course purchased the mower for $4,800 and brought the huts from the Water and Sewer plant in order to store the equipment. Charles Lustig asked about the Athletic camp and Justin briefed the board on how it went and logistics of it and how it went.

1. 1. Supervisor called for a motion to Reappoint David Galarneau as Town of Willsboro sole assessor for a term of six years commencing October 1 2019. Motioned by Charles lustig, Steve Benway seconded. All in favor and motioned carried. 
2. Town hall employee uniform in determining a standardized uniform. The union employees get $550 for uniform and boot allowance. Supervisor Gillilland would like to extend this to non-union employees and set a standard in the dress code and Supervisor Gillilland will draft a policy to bring to the board next meeting.
