Old Business:

1. Resolution to introduce draft Local Law Number 1 of 2020, A Local Law for the Abatement of Public Nuisances. Shaun has provided a copy for everyone to review. Once passed we will place on the website. Shaun briefed on the process and what is happening. Steve asked if we will be ahead of other towns by doing this. Shaun said yes ours is much more detailed so we will be better off he feels like. Supervisor Gillilland called for a resolution to introduce Local Law Number 1 of 2020 and set the public hearing for February 12th at 6pm Charles Lustig moved. Lorilee Sheehan seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 
2. Resolution to adopt Local Law Number 1 of 2019 “A Local Law to Amend Town of Willsboro Local Law Number 1-2016- Zoning Law to conform with Federal Emergency Management Agency and New York State Flood Zone Regulations”  Charles Lustig moved. Lorillee Sheehan seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 

New Business
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Resolution to establish minimum water bill rate for metered system within the water district. We have a water meter that we put in on the sand and gravel mine down on Essex Rd. They are just using a little water. We will be looking at a new rate schedule. Shaun recommends a minimum charge for commercial meter rates. The home charge is 37.50 if they go over then they would pay that over. Supervisor Gillilland called for a resolution to charge a minimum of $37.50. Charles Lustig moved. Steve Benway seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried. 
2. Authorization to advertise for Sewer and Water Department position. Bob has retired and we need to advertise. We will advertise for a qualified 2A operator for water and sewer or trainee. This way it opens it up more. Supervisor Gillilland called for a resolution to advertise until the 31st of January. Charles Lustig moved. Steve Benway seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 
3. Resolution to change date of the 2020 organization meeting due to State of the State address Charles Lustig moved to have the organizational and regular Town Board meeting on January 15th at 6:30 pm. Steve Benway seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 

Resolutions/ Discussion from the board: Supervisor Gillilland called for a resolution to thank Robert Murphy for his years of service. Unanimous second.  Lorilee just wanted to state that she received an email from the Whallonsburgh grange and the MakeBoro and they had received a grant. She is hoping that we can see something happen to the building soon because it is an eyesore to the town. Shaun said that we will start to enforce some codes issues to make them come to the table. The town has the first right of refusal on the property so if they got it for a dollar. When they realize they can’t do it then they have to turn it over for a dollar then we decide if we refuse or turn it over to another buyer. Charles asked if they pay taxes Shaun said he knows they were before the 501C3 and they are paying water and sewer.
