Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to accept January 9, 2019 organizational and regular town board meeting minutes. Charles Lustig moved. Lane Sayward seconded. All in favor and the motion carried.

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Correspondence: CDBG grant: We got the letter in and provided copies for you. PSC annual report: Have to recertify as the temporary operator. SPDES annual certification: This was passed to Bob Murphy. M&T collateral: We have $2.2 million of collateral for our bonds. WWTP DEC inspection report: Gave us a marginal but this is when the system was breaking down, and now is back online and operating. Bob gave a report that he is nervous about the spring water when that time comes. Been an education on how to run this report. UVM Smith House healthcare agreement: They gave prices and signed agreement on how to handle the DOT Physicals and drug test with the Town of Willsboro per agreement.
· Town: WWTP progress: Internet is being run down there and being paid for by the grant. Will let them do remote monitoring now. CDBG $275,000 grant award: This is for individual home improvements. Only two people signed up this year, but there was a waiting list prior to this. Thinks the $275,000 can go further than this list and encourages people to sign up. Steve Benway asked what the requirements are and Supervisor Gillilland said its low median income. In order to sign up you would contact HAPEC. Empire State Trail: Have not signed the agreement with Highlands because of the complications with the County Supervisors and that State. Supervisor Gillilland gave a briefing on the descriptions of the Empire State Trail and the complications with it. 
· County: Ice Jam: Dealing with the ice jam in Upper Jay and have done a good job getting this problem resolved.
· Motion to accept Warrant and Supervisors Report: Charles Lustig moved. Lorilee Sheehan second. Roll call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried. 
· Town Clerk Report: Excused 
· DPW: We received the GIS system and the Ipad. As soon as the snow is gone we will get with the county to work on mapping everything. Travis stated how accurate the GIS system is. Travis ordered ice chains for his trucks and after the storm we need them for the front of the trucks. March 6th 2019 he will be lobbying for CHIPS. Travis stated how proud of the guys he is and have done a phenomenal job this month especially with the ice storm we had. Charles Lusting called for a motion of appreciation for the DPW workers. Unanimous second. Travis gave a brief description on the sheet he handed everyone on the service life of the different vehicles at the DPW. 
· Ambulance District Report: Gave an update on the DASNY grant and how it has been dragging out, and been needing more and more information. Financially are doing fine. Call volume for January was 18 which is down from last January but the pickups they are getting the people are sicker. Have had couple people resign from the squad and have an opening on the board of directors. The secretary for the board of directors have also resigned. Been doing a lot of training this last month. The looked into self-loading stretchers as well. Supervisor Gillilliand stated that their budget check will be cut and asked about the contract and when they will bring it back in.  
· Youth Commission Report: Family fun night at the Plattsburgh Recreation Center 5pm-8pm on February 16tth. . This is no cost to families. Planning to do a family bowling day in March but have not set a date yet. Basketball is wrapping up, Saturday is their last games.   
· Parks/Rec./Golf Course Report: Been doing open gym on Sundays and have been averaging 8-10 guys not only from Willsboro but also surrounding areas. Have not had any bites on any of the Willsboro Summer Program positions and will publish them in the Press Republican. Gave a brief description of Florence Hathaway Project and the construction plan. Justin gave a brief description on the piece of equipment that he would like to purchase. Steve Benway moved to purchase a new lawn mower at state contract price. Lane Sayward seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried.

New Business
1. Tandem Truck Bid Resolution: Travis gave a description of the truck that he would like to get and quote out. Supervior called for a motion to publish in the newspaper. Lane Sayward moved.
