RESOLUTION SUPPORTING POLICE BENEVOLENT ASSOCIATION OF NEW YORK STATE, INC. (PBA OF NYS) PROPOSAL TO INCREASE DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENTAL CONSERVATION FOREST RANGER STAFFING TO A STATEWIDE TOTAL OF 175 
	The following resolution was offered by Charles Lustig who moved its adoption.
	WHEREAS, NYS forest rangers have provided care, custody and control of the Forest Preserve and all DEC managed lands throughout the state since 1885, protecting the valuable natural resources and the people who recreate there; and
	WHEREAS, forest rangers are unequaled stewards of the land who are police officers, wildland firefighters and wilderness first responders that patrol these lands year round; and
	WHEREAS, the addition of over 1 million acres of DEC managed lands the last several decades without staffing increases has caused the ratio of DEC managed lands per ranger to grow from 1 ranger per 28,516 acres in 1970 to 1 ranger per 53,752 acres today; and
	WHEREAS, the dramatic increase in recreational use on state lands has led to a corresponding increase in the number of search and rescue operations. In both 2015 and 2016 forest rangers participated in over 300 incidents annually. Those numbers had not been surpassed in the rangers’ previous 130 years of existence; and
	WHEREAS, Adirondack communities rely heavily on tourism associated with state land recreation which, gratefully, has been well-promoted by this administration; and
	WHEREAS, forest rangers are essential to providing a safe and positive recreational experience for tourists utilizing state land; and
	WHEREAS, the current level of forest ranger staffing, 135 statewide including supervisors, is not adequate to fulfill their unique mission given the amount of land they patrol and the number of incidents they respond to; and
	WHEREAS, the proposal by the PBA of NYS to increase forest ranger staffing has wide public and bi-partisan support from local governments, business groups, environmental groups and outdoor recreation clubs for a simple reason: It protects the people from the land and the land from the people; and
	WHEREAS, this proposal represents the best solution to address the increase in public lands and those utilizing it.
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Willsboro does hereby support the PBA of NYS proposal to increase forest ranger staffing to 175 rangers statewide, which is deemed critically important to our community, state land, the environment and the People of the State of New York; and
	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a certified copy of this Resolution shall be forwarded to the PBA of NYS, 11 North Pearl Street, Suite 1200 Albany NY 12207.

Unified Court system audit request: they are requesting the town to do the yearly audit this month, Office Real Property Sr. Citizen Exemption: this is the exemption limits we thought about moving the amount up. However, we are very high on our rate so we will leave this as is. Noblewood Gatehouse assessment report: this is part of the Paine family grant.

· County: Nothing new

· Town Clerk Report: Town Clerk reported that we have been receiving taxes. We currently only owe the town $820,000.00 she anticipates we will be paying the county by the end of the month. Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to accept the Town Clerks report. Lane Sayward moved. Charles Lustig seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 
· DPW Report: In July or August the state came and did an inspection on the building. Travis and the crew fixed everything that they cited us on. She came back and looked again however, the trucks were in at this time and they found some more safety concerns. They will need to put a man door in the bay one door. They priced it out at about 4 thousand. They rest of the door are fine. On Cedar Lane with the Dennison and Marciani issue Travis said that Cedarwood sent the blue prints for how they would like it fixed. Travis will get the prices on this and try and figure out what is the best way to fix this. Travis wanted to just thank all the highway for all there dedicated time these last few storms. They have been excellent. 
· Ambulance District Report: There is no update on the grant for the defibrillators. Shaun said that DASNY is hard to work with. New board members this year. Their new board members are Shai, Frank, Bob Provost, Kevin DeLaughter and Leslie Hern. Supplies could be an issue for the ambulances due to CVPH is not allowing us to restock. Becky is looking into the price of the participation of the program to get supplies. Call volume 34 calls for December, 412 total for 2017. This put us down about 119 calls. Mutual aid none was given or received. Danny retired that took away one of the critical care people as well. They will start looking into the hiring for the EMS squad. Shaun said don’t jump to quick because the state plans on giving a large chunk of money to hire Shaun said they are looking at centralizing supplies as well. Shai also stated that the ambulance should be here at the end of the week. 
· Youth Commission Report: Basketball is underway. They will start the games on this Saturday. They offer the parents to come in and do sports photos. That will be taking place on the 20th. On Friday they are doing futures night last year was a huge success.  
· Parks/Rec./Golf Course Report: We started open gym on Sundays. The director for the summer program is out, and are running it for 7 days. The Department of Health lowered some of their standards for the position. Kayaks that were approved won’t be here till May. The ice rink is ready to be used and is holding ice nicely now that it is sealed. He is trying to organize a league night. Golf Course end of year budget is in your packet cleared about $15 thousand. 
Old Business:
1. Lighting District Dissolution Plan & Setting of Public Hearing: 
DISSOLUTION PLAN
FOR TOWN OF WILLSBORO LIGHTING DISTRICT

WHEREAS, the Town of Willsboro Lighting District (the “District”) was duly established by the Town Board to serve a portion of the Town of Willsboro (the “Town”); and
WHEREAS, New York General Municipal Law Article 17-A provides that a local government entity (other than a town) may be dissolved and terminated by the procedure described therein; and
WHEREAS, GML Article 17-A requires endorsement of a Dissolution Plan to commence proceedings to dissolve the District, and the purpose of this Dissolution Plan is to comply with this requirement;
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing recitals, the Town Board sets forth the following terms and conditions for the dissolution of the District:
(a)  Name of the District to be Dissolved:  The name of the District to be dissolved is Town of Willsboro Lighting District.
(b)  Territorial Boundaries of the District:  The boundaries of the District are shown on the map attached as Schedule A.
(c)  Type and/or Class of the District:  The district is a Lighting District.
(d)  Fiscal Estimate of the Cost of Dissolution:  There is no cost. The only costs associated with dissolution of the District are attorneys’ fees and the cost of publication of notices, which are expected to total approximately $750.
(e)  Any Plan for the Transfer or Elimination of Public Employees:  There will be no transfer or elimination of public employees.
(f)  District's Assets, Including but Not Limited to Real and Personal Property, and their Fair Value: The District has no assets, except for money raised by taxes as part of the 2018 levy which shall solely be used to pay District expenses during its last year of existence. 
(g)  District's Liabilities and Indebtedness, Bonded and Otherwise, and their Fair Value:  The District has no liabilities or indebtedness.
(h)  Any Agreements entered into with the Town in which the District is Situated in order to Carry Out the Dissolution:  None
(i)  The Manner and Means by which the Residents of the District Will Continue To be Furnished Municipal Services following the District’s Dissolution: Lighting services will continue to be provided to all residents. All public lighting costs are to be paid out of the General Fund townwide, providing residents within the area being dissolved with identical services to the rest of the Town.
(j)  Terms for the Disposition of the District's Assets and the Disposition of its Liabilities and Indebtedness, including the Levy and Collection of any Necessary Taxes and Assessments:  Any funds which may exist in the District accounts shall be transferred to the General Fund upon dissolution, where they will be available to pay the lighting costs for the entire Town. There are no liabilities or indebtedness of the District.
(k)  Findings as to whether any Local Laws, Ordinances, Rules or Regulations of the District will Remain in Effect after the Effective Date of the Dissolution:  There are no Local Laws, Ordinances, Rules or Regulations of the District.
(l)  Effective Date of the Proposed Dissolution (Coordinate with Effective Date of Fire District Extension:  The Effective Date shall be December 31, 2018.
(m)  Time and Place or Places for a Public Hearing or Hearings on the Proposed Dissolution Plan:  The Town Board shall meet on February 14, 2018 at 6:30 p.m. at Town Hall, 5 Farrell Road, Willsboro, New York, for a Public Hearing on the proposed Dissolution Plan.
(n)  Any Other Matter Desirable or Necessary to Carry Out the Dissolution:  None.
Charles Lustig moved.Lorilee Sheehan seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried. 
IN WITNESS WHEREOF, to signify the Town Board’s approval of all of the terms and conditions hereof, the Town Supervisor has signed this Dissolution Plan as of January 10, 2018.

Whereas, 6 NYCRR Section 617.5 (Title 6 of the New York Code of Rules and Regulations) under the State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQR) provides that certain actions identified in subdivision (c) of that section are not subject to environmental review under the Environmental Conservation Law; 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT:
