· Supervisor

· Town:
· WWTP work proceeding they should be working on the bypass to get this installed.
· Water emergency order is in effect starting last week. We are low and we need to be careful if it gets to low we will have some major issues with the equipment and plants. 
· Broadband provider presentation July 12 7pm WCS. 
· Boquet Foundation $20,000 grant we have received these funds. This money will be used for the gatehouse at Noblewood.
· BV drainage easements: Pete brought in these documents we will look into it and see what we have to do. 
· County: Nutrition site is in the process of moving. We will be starting a task force team for the fairgrounds so that we can market and use those grounds more.

· DPW Report: Topsoil is all hauled this is uncut. We will need to cut it some so this will get us plenty. Travis is hoping to have the rocks for Cedar Lane. We will need to rent an excavator from Taylors. Travis was mowing and damaged cutting bar. $2,850.00 for the new cutter bar. Lane Sayward Moved. Steve Benway. Roll Call: Benway Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried. 
· Ambulance District Report: call volume is down. They did get the grant from the Essex fund, and they will have all portable radios. Shai’s truck will be labeled with the Willsboro Essex EMS label in case anyone is asked. 
· Youth Commission: we are looking for summer coaches and are asking for the letters to be submitted to Justin.

We do not have enough counselors once the beach opens so we will need to hire another counselor. We have one application and he is still interested. Shaun would like to see them hire him as an on call basis. Supervisor Gillilland called for a resolution to hire Jarrod Ball. Lorilee Sheehan moved. Charles Lustig seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried. Justin would like to purchase some more equipment for down there. He has some money left from the combat vets. He is asking for 500.00 total to spend. Charles Lustig moved. Steve Benway seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried. Justin would also like to see us purchase a TV down for Noblewood as well. We can use that for all venues. Lane has one that we can have. We have Michelle the cook. Vanessa from the county was there and said that we need to have a helper. Lorilee will volunteer and help when she can and Bridget will help as well. Golf Course is doing great. The two kids are doing great. Budget sheet is in the packet and we are looking good.
Old Business:
1. CO project- playground we have looked at a spider net type piece of equipment that will replace some older equipment. Once we were looking at it we will need to get rubber mulch that came in around 10K the plastic timbers also increased the amount. We did talk with Codia we have enough CO to do the project. The school board did accept the gift. We will have about a 3 weeks to get the playground here and Travis figured about three days to get the old out and new in. We have 13 CO’s that would like to do the project Howard Garrow, Bradley Bowman, Francis Premore, Jeffrey McCasland, Robert Breyette, Marty Prairie, James McKinnon, Mark McCabe, Dennis Bonville, Mike Coty, Mona Lepage, Wallace Jack, Vern Chamberlin. Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to hire the 13 CO’s. Charles Lustig moved. Lane Sayward seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried. 
1. Acceptance of GPI for Vets Monument design RFP: we only got one response for the design. It came in at 27,000 this was from GPI. Supervisor Gillilland called for a resolution to award the GPI RFP. Charles Lustig moved. Steve Benway Seconded. Steve asked will the remainder cover the cost of the reconstruction. Supervisor Gillilland said it should as long as the requests are reasonable. Roll Call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried. 

New Business:
1 NYSEG LED proposal- Town Hall, Highway Garage survey was complete. Looks like we would have about a 50 percent savings. We can have all the buildings looked at and then we can add more if we would like. Supervisor Gillilland called for a resolution to proceed with the Town Hall and Highway Garage. Steve Benway moved. Lane seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried. 
2 Planning Board appointment- George Chandler
3 Property maintenance- Tucker property 885 Mountain View Drive: we have sent out three letters. Two have responded however, the Tucker property has not responded and is over the 30 days. Supervisor Gillilland called for a resolution to have public works to go clean up the property and then we will bill them for everything and if they don’t pay it will go onto the property tax. If they don’t pay it we can then put a lien on the property. Lorilee Sheehan moved. Steve Benway seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried. 
4 Resolution to seek funding for DOS Waterfront Strategic Development Plan grant: This will be about a 30K grant it will be packaged together with other towns. We will not be the actual applicant but we will get the money. Supervisor Gillilland called for a resolution to seek funding for DOS Waterfront Strategic Development Plan Grant. Charles Lustig moved. Lane Sayward seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 
5 Resolution to seek funding for EFC for EPG for septic analysis and decentralized septic system for Bay Lane area. This will look at the Bay Lane area. We have a number of houses that are converting over to full time residents and want full time system. We will need to know the carrying capacity for the septic’s down there before we can move forward. Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to seek funding for EFC and EPG for septic analysis and decentralized septic system for Bay Lane area. Steve Benway moved. Charles Lustig seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 
6 Resolution to proceed with contract approval for DASNY ADSIT cabin renovation grant $70K. We are working on getting a meeting set up. We do have the money for renovation. Supervisor Gillilland called for a resolution to proceed with contract approval for DASNY ADSIT cabin renovation. Charles Lustig moved. Lane Sayward seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 
7 Resolution to approve and sign NYSDOT 2018/19 S&I Lump Sum Contracts: Supervisor Gillilland called for a resolution to accept and sign the contract. Lane Sayward moved. Charles Lustig seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 
8 Resolution of support for Makers Guild for CDBG Main Street Grant: Supervisor Gillilland called for a resolution of support. Charles Lustig moved. Steve Benway seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. All in favor and the motion carried. 
9 Refund of Golf membership for member unable to play due to health issues. Lorilee Sheehan moved to refund the membership to Charles Moynan. Steve Benway seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried. 
Charles wanted to state that the doors at the historical society looks great. 
Lorilee wanted to thank Travis for all of his help with the playground equipment and moving of stuff for Noblewood. 
Pete Swizadrizal would like to get some bags to clean up the garbage. He will also order extra vests.
Krissy wanted to thank the board for how great the program is at Noblewood and how much it has changed for the better.

Supervisor Gillilland called for a resolution to enter executive session to discuss employment with the invitation of Travis Crowningshield and the Town Clerk to be present. Lane Sayward moved. Steve Benway seconded. All in favor and the motion carried.
