Supervisor, Shaun Gillilland called the meeting to order at 6:30 P.M. 

The board recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Review of Minutes June 12, 2019 regular meeting Lorilee Sheehan moved. Steve Benway seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 

Public Comment: Win wanted the let it be known how wonderful the 4th of July Parade was and that Justin did a fantastic job. Win also would like to let us know that the Combat Vets will be doing a ride through town and end in Ticonderoga. They will be going through on July 20th and stopping to get water and soda.

· Correspondence: None
· Town: 4th of July was excellent. Forever wild day: July 13th the Adirondack council is going to have their yearly meeting and awards. They will start out with a kayak paddle from 9am to 11am lead by Justin. Also there will be a research farm tour and walk through at The Boquet River Nature Preserve. Meeting with Adirondack council from 11am-12pm and then lunch from 12pm-2pm and cost is $25.00 for the lunch portion. Combat Vets ride on July 20th. Feral cat public information meeting at the end of June, in which we have the assistant county attorney to build a new draft law on that. Black Ash bond: DEC is drafting a draft management plan in which this shifts from Georgia pacific to Town of Willsboro. We will no longer have to do the yearly report which is nice, subject to occasional inspections. Union contract negotiations: this is in your box along with the letter sent to teamsters and Rocko. Lois McClure will be at Indian Bay marina on July 27th and 28th. The 27th is also the fund raiser for the hometown hero’s. Bill Dickerson is going to do a remote for the radio to help promote the event. Meters bid still waiting on DOH comments. Received the drawings and design for the Veteran Memorial and was passed onto the county and they are reviewing it now. County is building an adopt a road sign and once we get them we will get them up. Shaun has signed the new contract with NYSEG for the LED lighting for about $10,000. This is the money from the Fund balance from the lighting district
· County: Snowmobile trail appellate court decision: protect the Adirondacks sued DEC for the snowmobile trails, the applet court came down and this is unconstitutional. This may affect all the trails and might not be able to build trails on any state land. EMS hires: County will be hiring 5 personal. New equipment buys will be the purchase of a fly car. Received the approval of certificate of need. New director real property her name is Terry Northrup.  
 
· Motion to accept Warrant, Supervisor’s Report: Lorilee Sheehan moved to accept the warrant and supervisors report. Steve Benway seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sheehan, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried.  

· Town Clerk Report: Monthly Report is in your packet. It has been very busy with water and sewer bills coming in, as well as summer program applications coming in. Letter submitted to the school for collection on school taxes. Electronic death certificates are live now. Steve Benway moved Lorilee Sheehan Seconded. All in favor and the motion carried

· DPW: EXCUSED 

· Ambulance District Report: Finances are stable at this time. They were awarded a grant that they applied from Essex Community fund. This will purchase CO monitors to attach to all first in response bags. Call volume was 26 calls for month of June 156 year to date. Two new members. We have completed some new training on stroke protocols and have some more training coming up. At the Whallonsburg Grange July 25th fire and ems appreciation event. Staffing maybe tight for the month of June due to vacations.

· Youth Commission Report: All set to co-sponsor a soccer camp with the booster club. Will take place August 12th-16th 6pm-8pm. Coaches are Nick Arnold and Justin Drinkwine. September 21st is the Willsboro Youth Commission soccer tournament.  

· Parks/Rec./Golf Course Report: Summer program has kicked off and doing very well. Sports program is going well. Beach is cleaned up and there will be a swim test on Monday, but if we consider all children non-swimmers than we can swim until the test. Pickle ball they had a problem with putting up and taking the nets downs. Justin compromised that they can leave the metal poles out and then just slide the nets over the poles. Justin got them two benches. Monday, Wednesday and Fridays are packed over there. Tennis courts are busy as well. Imerys donated two basketball hoops for the kids at Noblewood. Golf course is doing well. June was a huge month had three tournaments and we are doing well financially. Justin found a fairway mower at Taylor Rental, they have a used one it is advertised 5500 dollars with 2200 hours on it. He would like to go look at it and see if it’s something we could use. Ours is a 1989. We could also use the new mower on the softball fields. Shaun would like him to get two more quotes on it. Steve moved to purchase up to $5500 pending Bucky’s approval. Lorilee Sheehan seconded. Roll Call, Benway, Sheehan, Gillilland and the motion passed.  

Old Business:
1. Farel Cat plan of action: This was sent over to the county attorney. This is going to be a heavy lift to try and figure this all out. The best way to control them is to not to feed them.  Shaun will work on getting this local law together and limit it to just control cats. If we do animals than we will be opening up more issues because they will have to do all animals. There is a place in Vermont called affectionate cats in Williston which you can bring them over and its $75 dollars for spay neuter and shots. 
2. CO Projects: Supervisor Gillilland called for a resolution to replace Richard Sousie with Robert Vandeusen. Lorilee Sheehan motioned Steve Benway seconded. Roll Call Benway, Sheehan, Gillilland. The NYS retirement system went fully digital this spring and they are still not up. Codia is having lots of issues to get this updated. This has really caused the CO projects to get jammed up. Supervisor Gillilland recommend that we back up and wait till these systems are up to date.
New Business
1. Coonrod Road speed limit resolution: It is currently not posted and the speed limit on a non-posted road is 30 MPH, but if we put a 30MPH up it can be thrown out in court. Steve questioned that if the road is not posted he thought it was 55MPH and asked if we have the same problem with Fish and Game Road. If we want a legal speed limit we have to write a letter to Essex County DPW which they will forward on to NYSDOT requesting that it be set, then upon approval it can be enforceable in court. Shaun called for a resolution to send letter to DPW requesting authorization of the 30MPH sign and put up speed limit signs on Coonrod Road.  Motion by Steve Benway Lorilee Sheehan seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Resolutions/Discussion from the Board: Steve comment on the black ash bond management plan, when we take that over will we continue to call it black ash. When we did the walk through Steve can see the stairs being the next issue. We should have DEC look at the stairs. 

Resolutions/Discussion from the Floor: Win Belanger EMS hiring on county is that for specific town or do they rotate through the town. In phase 1 they had critical needs they will have to cover those towns first but there is no probation on coverage elsewhere. This is funded for three addition years. If they are in critical need then we can pull them over to our town. EMS squads may have to foot the contract bill to help fill them in, because they are county employees the cost will be lower which will help. Win suggest that on 4th of July that we should do the after parade activities at the soccer fields after the parade. Win feels 30MPH is to slow to be on Coonrod road. 

Supervisor Gillilland would like a motion Steve enter executive session Lorilee Sheehan seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 

Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to exit executive session, Steve Benway Motioned, Lorilee Sheehan seconded, all in favor and motioned carried.
