Supervisor, Shaun Gillilland called the meeting to order at 6:30pm 

The board recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Supervisor Gillilland called for a resolution to approve the 10 June 2020 regular Town Board meeting. Steve Benway moved. Lorilee Sheehan seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 

Public Comment: 

Reports:
Correspondence: Water system field compliance inspection summary report: did very well no hits, no deficiency. Have to work on our back flow protection program that will be tied in with meter installation. They are concerned about water supply issues. Omitted and pro-rated tax report we received this from real property. 
Town: Water Restrictions- we are asking for no lawn watering as you can see in Pat’s report the usage is still fairly high. This puts a strain on the water plant. Gilliland Cemetery mapping: Ron Bruno has been working on this and is working on getting this all digital. We have found that there is room but we are not ready to sell plots or anything yet. Beach opened on Monday things are going well we had 16 people on Monday which is really good. Meals being served the first day was slow we are now up over 30. We are still looking for people to be signed up. The more people we get signed up the more money we will get.  WWTP visit by DEC next week for our yearly inspection. Meters install- we will start this next week. We have about 25-29 people signed up but we need to get more people signed up. If they don’t sign up, then we will call and schedule for them. 
County: EMS program restarted the state has said they will continue to fund the grant we will move into stage two on this. Including to have a gap filler here in Willsboro. Sales tax, occupancy, and mortgage tax we are doing better than we thought we would be. The internet sales tax was up people were buying a lot on line so we did well on sales tax. NYCLASS is doing well. 

· Motion to accept Warrant: Lorilee Sheehan moved to accept the warrant report. Steve Benway seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sheehan, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried.  

· Town Clerk Report: Monthly report is in the packet. Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to accept Steve Benway moved. Lorilee Sheehan seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 

· DPW: Imery’s has donated all the waste that we want. It has all been tested we have been mixing it 50/50 we still are working on the upper part of Buena Vista and Indian Bay Road. We have a lot of positive feedback. CHIPS are sending a letter out. Travis emailed them because we got a letter, but we haven’t heard back from them. Within the second week of July we will be hearing on what we will be getting. As soon as we find out then we will do Sanders Road. The hiring for water and wastewater a few months ago before all the COVID we put out for applications. Then we decided to wait because of the COVID hit. Travis said the state isn’t pushing us right now but they say we need 3.2 people but they will be happy with 3. Travis is worried what happens if we hire and then go back into lock down. With Steve helping us we are okay but Travis would like to see what the boards thoughts are on this. Shaun said we can keep the advertising open and see what we get. Travis hopes we can table it until next month. Travis said if we get shut down we will have to pay someone to just sit around. Shaun said we can put another round in the press as well and just have it be open. Joseph will start doing classes online so that he can get a head start and Pat is going to do the same thing. 

· Ambulance District Report: We are doing okay on call volume and finances. Just started having meetings and some trainings. We have 5 members renewing their EMT class at home. One thing they are watching is staffing. Shaun said we will do a resolution to do a three-way contract. Supplies and medication will be a hit on the budget we have had to buy more PPE because of all the COVID and want us to stock up going into the winter the county was supposed to be able to help with this but we haven’t gotten any replacement. Shaun said we are working on getting stocked up but they are not the best supplies and don’t last. We will need to find a supplier for the drugs because ECH can’t supply us with drugs any more. 

· Youth Commission Report: Absent

·  Parks/Rec./Golf Course Report: Excused
Old Business:
1. Resolution to authorize contracting with Willsboro Essex EMS and Essex County for EMT manning and gap filling. Lorilee Sheehan moved to enter into the agreement. Steve Benway seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sheehan, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried.  
2. Amend Boat Launch Bid award as recorded to Sheehan and Sons for Base Bid only correct and accept $25,900.00 for the reconstruction. Steve Benway moved. Lorilee Sheehan seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sheehan, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried.
New Business:
1. Autistic Child Area signage Maple Street Resolution: Supervisor Gillilland called for a resolution to send to the county to have an Autistic child area sign placed on Maple St. Steve Benway moved. Lorilee Sheehan seconded. All in favor and the motion carried.  
2. Water District Infrastructure engineering bid: Shaun has been working with community resources on this. We did ask all NY to go forward with shovel ready projects. In order for all this grant money to come forward we have to have an engineering planning. We would like to go out to bid for the engineering plan reconstruction rebuild expand plant storage and distribution system. Steve Benway moved to go out for an engineering plan. Lorilee Sheehan seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 
3. Supervisor Gillilland called for a resolution of condolence for Robert Murphy unanimous second.

Resolutions/ Discussion from the board: Steve did mention on the water plant. If we do get this money or have success with it the possibility would be to place it on the extra land at the state boat launch. This year with DEC so in the hole we could strike and see if they will give up to the town. Travis said that there is a lot of up keep needed it is falling apart fast.

Public Comment: The EMS does Willsboro still own them. We contract with them. So why does town of Willsboro need a resolution? They don’t enter the contract themselves. This has to do with funding. Is the hospital refusing to give us meds or what?  This was something that the shouldn’t have done it can be looked at a kick back. It is because we are doing billing now. Win stated a note on your equipment Roger had a mask on it was yellow and when he took it off it all fell in pieces. Win agrees with supervisor that we need to get the county involved to get these supplies. One thing we were looking at was centralize supplies. The meals we are doing for the kids meals so we need people to sign up from 0-18? Yes, that is correct and they can call town hall to sign up. Do we have an update on the memorial Luck Brothers will be back to work in September we are waiting on the stone cutters to come down and look and get the stone we used prior. Win asked on the Fish and Game to get approval to rent porta potties Shaun would like to wait. Lorilee asked if the food program was just Willsboro residents. Shaun said it is any children in Willsboro and Essex doesn’t need to be residents. Shaun had a meeting today 12 thousand people a day are coming to NY from these other states. Public health is having a hard time with this. Walmart was refusing to cooperate and the governor now is requiring one entrance and one exit and guards. Stewarts is next. Ward lumber was picked apart on his plan and everything. So if businesses don’t have this going then they will be in big trouble. Attorney general’s office can come after these businesses if they are not complying,
