Public Hearing in Session: Shaun briefed the board on the flood zone regulations and steps that would need to be taken by the flood zone.

TOWN OF WILLSBORO LOCAL LAW NO. 2 OF THE YEAR 2019
“A Local Law to Amend Town of Willsboro Local Law Number 1-2016 – Zoning Law to conform with Federal Emergency management Agency and New York State Flood Zone Regulations  
BE IT ENACTED BY THE TOWN BOARD OF THE TOWN OF WILLSBORO AS FOLLOWS:
SECTION 1.	TITLE
The title of this local law shall be “A Local Law to Amend Town of Willsboro Local Law Number 1-2016 – Zoning Law to conform with Federal Emergency management Agency and New York State Flood Zone Regulations .”
SECTION 2. 	AUTHORITY
This local law is enacted pursuant to the authority granted by the Municipal Home Rule Law of the State of New York.
SECTION 3. 	PURPOSE
The Town of Willsboro finds that in order to conform to state and federal regulations regarding buildings within the floodplain, pen and ink changes are required to the Town of Willsboro’s zoning law to reflect current regulations.
SECTION 4. 	CHANGE 1
The following changes shall be made to Town of Willsboro Zoning Law:
Article 10, Section 10.10 second line: delete “Zone A”; replace with “Special Flood Hazard Area”
Article 10, Section 10.14, paragraph 2, line 5: delete all after “or (c)………”
Article 10, Section 10.14: delete all of paragraph “10……”
Article 10, Section 10.14: delete all of paragraph “12…...”
Article 10, Section 10.15: add;
“4. In New York State there is a 2 foot freeboard requirement for all structures, residential and commercial.
5. No basements are authorized in floodplain area.
6. Mobile homes will be elevated so that the lowest part of the structural steel is elevated two feet or more above the ground or concrete pad.” 
SECTION 13. 	SEPARABILITY
Any changes to Willsboro Zoning Law made herein may be amended at a future date as required or authorized by state or federal law.
SECTION 14. 	EFFECTIVE DATE
This local law shall take effect on the date of filing with the Secretary of State.

Supervisor Gillilland called the regular town meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

Review of Minutes September 11, 2019 regular meeting and public hearing: Lorilee Sheehan just wanted to correct she was listed as absent and was present. Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to approve the regular meeting minutes. Charles Lustig moved. Steve Benway seconded. All in favor and the motion carried.

AG & Markets municipal shelter inspection report, Paine memorial library report and budget request, US District Court of Northern Ohio Class Action on Opioid Epidemic, NYS Comptroller Fiscal Stress Score: we are at no stress at this point.
Town: Draft Cat Law: We reviewed and will re-draft and hope to have a draft next month. Abeyance on clothing issue: Shaun received some calls and emails in objection. He will hold that resolution that was passed last month. Shaun has asked the three non-elected employees to pick out some clothing and Shaun will purchase them and ask for them to wear them on Mondays and Fridays. He asked for members of the public to give their feedback. Lorilee said that she went to the Town of Peru and they had this wear on and it made people easily identifiable. It also made their staff look very professional. The intention was to make this professional and make our people identifiable as well as help with town pride. Win Belanger commented that Polly would like to donate 500 dollars to be used toward employee clothing funds. Water Main Breaks/ Commonwealth Fire suppression system: This is nice to be identified and important to be able to cut the system off. We have a very aging system the plant was put in in the 50’s the DOH would consider this a huge swimming pool. Shaun has budgeted for the engineering for the grant. The state has 2-5 million dollar grant. We need a new transmission system and we will need to look at all the sections and be able to move forward. USFWS landlocked salmon restoration program review 8:30-9:30 22 Oct. @ old dam site for anyone that would like to attend. USACOE priority projects in conjunction with NYSDEC & LCLGRPC: Hannah and Anna at the county want to set up to spend some money in Northern New York they have identified some big project that we will go in front of them and see about dealing with the septic and draining issues. We will need to fund 65 percent of all construction for ditches, ponds, etc. the town match can be in kind. Thank you to Hannah and Anna for all their hard work on that.  The second one is not construction, this is for engineering for water management in the vicinity of Sunset Drive. This is actually a water table issue. This is to get the water away and head to the bouquet river. There is one other project that we put through but we didn’t get it to go through. The trail from the pavilion to the beach is in much need at Noblewood to be fixed we will go through DEC to do that one. 
County: Occupancy Tax this went to 5 percent from 2 percent of what it is now. Once this is signed we will get about 32 thousand from ROOST for the Town of Willsboro. We are waiting for the county EMS issues. EMS district bills awaiting Governor Signature, County Budget on target for under tax cap. There fiscal stress isn’t as good as ours but they are in good shape. 

· Motion to accept Warrant, Supervisor’s Report: Lane Sayward moved to accept the warrant and supervisors report. Charles Lustig seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried.  

· Town Clerk Report: School taxes have been sent out and are getting closed out at the end of the month. We will prepare them for the relevy onto the Town and County Taxes. We will be sending out the final billing for water and sewer and prepare for the relevy  in the beginning of November. Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to accept Town Clerk Report. Lorilee Sheehan moved Charles Lustig Seconded. All in favor and the motion carried

· DPW: We hauled all the sand last week. We will start working down on all the dirt roads. Working for the county as they had to replace a culvert. Travis talked to Allen Garden, he came and talked about the heritage society center furnace the top flange is completely rotted off. We need to do something with that as there is a lot of moisture in the basement. It is rotted, and need to get it out of the basement, and will have to come up with a heating system. Shaun said that we planned on putting a new system upstairs. Shaun asked Hannah if we got anything from the DASNY. We can request that money and move forward once we get the contract Hannah said. Travis asked if we will have to put out a bid on the furnace? Shaun said yes we will need to do that. We are in October, and we are a month out and wont get them back in until December. We can get the bid out now. We can pay in advance and then take the money back once we get it. Steve thinks we should have some people come and do a recommendation on where we should put it and then go to bid for the replacement. Supervisor Gillilland called for a resolution to go out to bid for the replacement of the heating system at the museum. Steve Benway moved. Charles Lustig seconded. All in favor and the motion carried.  

· Ambulance District Report: we submitted budget for 2020, there was no change. Kept budget the same, just a small increase to start for a perdium pool.  39 calls this month 257 year to date which is below last few years. We were able to provide mutual aid to Ausable but received no mutual aid for the month of September. We had members go out to the Elizabethtown Hospital for quarterly review. We had a life net helicopter from Ti come to Essex fire station which that was well attended. We used them once this summer and they were at the school before we could even get the patient on board. We sent an ambulance to the Willsboro soccer tournament. We have been designated for pediatrician services.  We are watching staffing patterns and we will start advertising for a perdium so that they have coverage for people that are going to be out of town. This would be no benefits just straight hourly pay. Shaun did talk to Shai and the county is available to provide that perdium pool. Willsboro is not on the pilot program, but we could move the main program into it. Rebecca said some of this information isn’t the same as what she is getting. We asked if they could tap into the money. Shaun said they will talk. Becky said on the agency level we don’t feel we get the same info. Shaun asked her to email dates. Also when you would like to execute this. Rebecca said first phase we are in process. 

· Youth Commission Report: Soccer tournament went well and we are wrapping up now. They will be looking for the basketball coaches. The Youth commission is doing great things. 

·  Parks/Rec./Golf Course Report: working with class of 2020 they are going to help with the haunted trail on October 26th. They will have crafts, games and treats. The golf course is pretty much wrapped up they did plugging today and will be closed on Friday. Justin will still have to do chemical applications. After this year he can be a commercial applicator. So Pat and Justin would be both applicators. Justin walked by maker space it was nice. Hope makers space gets rolling so that it flows together. Steve was very impressed with how well it was done. 

Old Business:

1. Route 22 Speed limit: The sheriff put the machine up there but the battery was bad so they didn’t get any data. Shaun will put a letter in and ask for a reduction of speed that would be from Rattlesnake down. This would be a reduction of speed. Travis said we have two buses now and that it should be reduced before dead mans he feels. It is a bus issue. He feels for the town line down would be reasonable. Steve said downhill grade can also be a concern sent in with the state. Supervisor Gillilland called for a resolution to ask for a reduction of speed rom the town line down into town to 45 mph Charles Lustig moved. Unanimous second. 
2. Dates options for union negotiations: they are looking for date options Charles and Steve will work on that. 
New Business

1. Review of tentative budget and resolution to approve tentative budget as preliminary budget: the 2020 budget is delivered for review, we will have some work shop times to review this then goes to public hearing. Following that we will pass it as the final budget. Shaun briefed the board and members of the public that there is zero growth. This year is a 1.5 percent increase across the board on ps lines. There maybe a few changes on the water and sewer debt but will be more than likely a flip flop. Ambulance district is being extremely successful. We have a truck bond and you will see on the front cover. Charles Lustig moved the preliminary budget be approved. Steve Benway seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. 16th and 23 of October for budget request. 
2. Set dates times for budget workshop review meetings Shaun would like to set Wednesdays at 4 pm for the rest of the month. 
3. Resolution to authorize supervisor to sign DOT contracts: Extend our municipal snow and ice agreement. Supervisor Gillilland called for a resolution sign the new agreements. Lane Sayward moved. Charles Lustig seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 
Resolutions/ Discussion from the board: none 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Resolutions/ Discussion from the floor: Win Belanger asked if the budget workshops open to the public. Yes they are. Win Belanger asked who owns the fire district. Can the town do anything about the EMS having to pay the fire district rent? There has been discussion we pay the same 5 years 2021 pay each 5 thousand. Shaun tried to get this zeroed by reduction of sewer and water and was rejected. Cynthia Tucker asked do we have a fire arms law for gun shooting. Shaun said no and that would be law enforcement. Are pellet guns a weapon? Shaun is not sure. Does the town have any laws on video surveillance? No we do not. It’s covered under state law. Douglas Young asked on the cat law and he has to get some more info from the city of Plattsburgh and he is inquiring on the letter that was in the press and a letter to the editor. Commending the city of Plattsburgh for taking that on and what they do for wild life. If you want a copy they will send it. Doug just asked if we adopt something that we uphold the penalties for cats. 

Political candidate and signs not be placed on town property Shaun asked that they be removed.
