Chairman Robert Powell called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm

MINUTES:
The June 2020 minutes were approved as presented.
(Klein/King) A motion was made by Klein and seconded to approve the June 24th 2020 minutes. All in favor and motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS: No Old Business

NEW BUSINESS:

Powell asked the applicant to brief the board on the project, Mr. MacDougal stated that they are looking to build a garage on the parcel toward the road side of the property. They will be removing a couple of trees to build the garage and will be transplanting those trees to another location on the parcel. Mr. MacDougal stated the garage will be 10 feet from the side yard, 54 feet back from the road, and 127 feet to the front of the house. Powell stated he asked Pulsifer (CEO) about the construction and where it will be in regards to the septic. Mr. MacDougal stated that it will not be on his septic or leach field. Powell stated that Gordon emailed in about the project and he stated he spoke with Pulsifer and neither of them had any issues with it. 

(King/Klein) A motion was made by King to approve the construction of the 24 ft x 34 ft Garage and seconded. All in favor and the motion carried.
 

PUBLIC HEARING:  No Public Hearing

DISCUSSION:
Powell discussed the White subdivision brought up by Kevin Hall surveyor. Powell stated this subdivision is on Long Pond. In 2008 they subdivided the property and the planning board approved it, but the APA had some wetland issues. The parcel in question is now being donated to CATS. Powell stated he is on the CATS board. The parcel will be joined with a parcel that CATS already owns and the land will be preserved. If a trial were to be built on the land, CATS will have to go before the APA and follow their guidelines. Pulsifer is looking for the paperwork from 2008, if Pulsifer is able to find the paperwork, Powell stated there will be no reason for it to have to come to the planning board. King questioned what has changed since the original application. Powell stated that the donation of the piece of property to CATS and that the wetland issues not having been resolved before hand. Gillilland stated that the only jurisdiction the planning board would have would be if the two parcels were merged. Klein stated that the planning board would only have jurisdiction if the two parcels were divided not merged.

Powell stated last year Dollar General wanted to buy a piece of property from Roger Long across from Byrd’s Country Store. They found out that Steven Mckenna had put into the deed that the property could not sell beer, lottery, tobacco and a lot of other products. Powell stated that because of the restrictions Dollar General backed out. He stated that’s not to say there isn’t another possible site and they may or may not come back. 

Powell stated as the planning board we should start to plan for the future of Willsboro. He stated all the businesses we have in town and that we have an industrial park as well. He stated he would like the members to go online and read up on the Dollar General and other stores like that and see what the effect they have on towns like this. Powell stated that when doing the comprehensive plan, they discussed sex shops, the plan can not say you can’t have them but can limit them to a certain area of the town. He stated the board must conduct a SEQR Review. Charbonneau stated in looking up this information online on a case in a small area like our and it was 38-45 % reduction in local economy.

Powell stated we have a lot of aspect to look at. A thing the board can do is say that a store over x amount of square feet should be put into the industrial park and what will be done is find out how big all the local businesses are and try to figure out the number of square feet. King asked what is the reason for bringing this up know. Powell stated it is better to be proactive then reactive. Gillilland stated that wouldn’t that be setting up the larger business for failure as we are trying to shove them in the industrial park.

Powell reminded the board that when Dollar General first approached the town, the residents were evenly divided as to Dollar General’s presence. Powell also stressed that we must no let personal feelings influence our fact findings.

ADJOURNMENT: Meeting was adjourned at 6:37 pm.

(King/Charbonneau) A motion was made by King and seconded, to close the meeting. All in favor and the motion carried.
