Chairman Robert Powell called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm

MINUTES: Sucharzewski called for a motion to approve the December 2018 minutes as presented. Feeley seconded. All in favor and motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS:  NO OLD BUSINESS

NEW BUSINESS:
--Willsboro Stone LLC—3564 Essex Road –31.13-4-9.000—CC-R, RL-2, RM-2, HC-1—Amendment to Special Use Permit
Mr. Brody Smith, Mr. McKenna’s Lawyer stated he was going to point out three high points from his application. He stated they are looking to seek relief for an amendment to be made to the Special Use Permit, issued in May 12th 2015, to allow blasting and second to allow noise during the blasting. He stated three high points of the application, first being the law dealing with mining permits in the State Mined Land Reclamation law which regulates the manor by which mining can occur and the means by which it occurs, and where towns can regulate where it occurs. This is the division of authority. Smith stated that they are here for the amendment because they believe the condition of no blasting was void due to the board not having the authority to condition no blasting, they only have authority to tell where blasting can occur. Second being the legal issue to preexisting use, since the zoning code changed since this special use, Smith stated that the board will be ok in this section as they are not expanding the prior existing use. Lastly Smith stated that currently there is a very dangerous 65-foot wall that needs to be blasted to make the mining site safe. Smith stated they still have to go back to The DEC and follow the DEC guidelines.

Powell stated he contacted the town lawyer. Back in 2015 when the Planning Board put conditions on the Special Use Permit, they were concerned because Mr. McKenna was reclaiming a mine that had not been used, and was now in a residential area, they were concerned about noise, blasting, dust and reclamation. Powell stated that the board was advised that according to the Mined Land Reclamation law blasting is outside of local jurisdiction. Gordon questioned the 65-foot wall and if it was existing or done by the current owners. McKenna stated that was done previously. Sucharzewski stated that he had visited that site about a year ago and it was very clean and well kept. 
The NYS DEC will be the lead agency in dealing with Willsboro Stone concerning the removal of the restriction to blast. The Town of Willsboro will be able to participate in those discussions.

(Gordon/Leibeck) A motion was made by Gordon to lift the restriction prohibiting blasting for the Special Use permit. Leibeck seconded. All in favor, motion carried 

--Irwin Sayward—43 Coonrod Road—39.2-1-3.100—LC-R—Minor Subdivision
Powell stated this is a minor subdivision for the Sayward’s. The whole parcel is 65.2 acres. He stated they want to break it down into two parcels one being 30.6 acre and the other one being 34.6 acres. They are in a 10-acre zone.

(Feeley/Leibeck) A motion was made by Feeley to approve the minor subdivision, dividing a 65.2± acre parcel into one 30.6± acre parcel and one 34.6± acre parcel. Leibeck seconded. All in favor, motion carried
