DATE: June 9, 2017 AT 4:00 PM

The board recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Supervisor, Shaun Gillilland called the public hearing to order at 4:00 P.M.

Bob Haffner briefed the public on the legal process the town board needs to take to make sure this is completed correctly and in the proper steps.

Supervisor Gillilland called Tom Sopchak up to speak. Tom would like to see the town move forward with the water district. He stated that it will only be about 16 dollars more a month from what the homeowners are currently paying now. He gave the negatives against them all putting wells in. He has a lot of information if anyone would like to look at it. He is a strong supporter of the project and feels it is the best way to go.

Supervisor Gillilland has a binder of comments that are on record if anyone would like to read them. Pickett’s were unable to attend due to a family emergency. They have 4 lots would like to remove three lots from the district because they are not buildable lots. 

Robert Haffner stated that if they remove some parcels we will need to just change the resolution he can get that fixed we would just need to pass that information along to them.  

Doug Jones:  he is in favor he had a question on the debt service if that will be on actual cost of construction or on the estimate? Supervisor Gillilland answered it will be the actual cost. Robert Haffner stated that if we lose people it will make a change in the price as well. 

Lynn Goepper: she has her own well. She asked if the pipes will be buried or if they will stay on top of the ground. Shaun stated that the Department of Health requires that we must meet the amount pressure requirements and the chlorine. If we can meet them then we don’t need to change the system. We will try and continue to work on the same conditions it is running on now. But as a district we may be forced to make improvements. 

Janet Duprey: She currently has two lots and even with the two lots she states it wouldn’t be feasible to put a well on them. She is in support of this district and looks forward to the project.
Doug Jones: the 10 state standards are there 10 states or standards? Doug Ferris replied it is 10 states. 

A member of the public: she currently owns property with her brother cove lane they are in support of the town to take it back over. She wants to thank the town for looking at taking this over. She states that there is always issues.

Gael Sopchak: On the people that Shaun read off that had letters on file she asked if they are in favor or if they are against it. Shaun stated that most of them are in favor a few of them were just looking for questions answered.

Doug Rolland: He is a property owner down there so he is thinking with some of the one’s that asked to be removed will be covered by the ones that were missed on the map.  He just wanted to let us know that some people are missing on the map. 

Bob asked if we can do a list on the ones that are missing on the map and send them to the Town Clerk and just state they had received the info. He will email us the info. 

Will each property have their own shut off once the new system is made? Supervisor Gillilland stated that not right off because we plan on running this as is. This will be fixed over time there is no plans on changing anything at this time unless the Department of Health requires us to. 

Lynn Goepper asked if she chooses not to connect what she will be required to pay. She would just have to pay the public debt not the water if she isn’t using it. 

Pat Jones:  stated that it is under pressure so with the town taking it over if they leave it as is there is a lack of pressure. Supervisor Gillilland stated it needs to pass with the DOH and then we will have to fix what needs to be fixed now until we can get it switched over and going. 

Doug Jones: is this a vote for all the town or just them. Supervisor Gillilland stated that they will be their own district they will have to pay their own debt. 

Robert McShane: on the debt that was incurred back then who is going to pay for that? Gillilland reports the water district is paying for that now.
