MINUTES
TOWN BOARD MEETING
DATE: August 17, 2016 AT 6:30 PM

Supervisor, Shaun Gillilland called the meeting to order at 6:30 P.M. 

The board recited the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to approve the July 20th, 2016 minute. Charles Lustig moved. Lane Sayward seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 

Guests: Doug Ferris, ESE Seasonal Water District Report: Presented to the board his study on the Wilkins waterworks district. There is a couple of ways that we can construct this. The least costly would be for us to do the work.  The estimate would be about 100-200 thousand dollars. If we choose to do it through the bidding process than we are looking at about 250-500 thousand dollars. Shaun states we should have a public information session to inform the public as to what our options are. Then at the next meeting we could set the public hearing and continue with the process. Shaun feels we will need to go to a BOND to get this process going quickly. Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to set an August 31, 2016 public informational meeting at 6:30. Steve Benway moved. Charles Lustig seconded. All in favor and the motion carried.

Reports: 

Supervisor: 
1. Reports
a. Correspondence: Garbage burning vicinity of Gillilland Lane: Someone has been burning garbage in the vicinity of Gilliland lane. We will be looking into this issue and see what we can find. Letter Concerning Property across from the Adirondack hardware store: We are working on this already.
b. Town: IGA property: there is a cash bid that is in on this.  We will know more shortly who it is. The back will go to the nature conservancy but we don’t know what is going to happen with the building.
Article 7 actions Eaton Center IGA and Dennin: The IGA are suing Dave and us because we didn’t lower the assessment. We will probably lower the price and then go from there. The Dennin case would like theirs lowered to what they paid for the parcels at auction. 

Zombie property 885 Mountain View Rd: Shaun has received a number of letters and complaints. We have sent letters to them and we are waiting to see if there is a response before we move in and take action.

Water intake and sunken garbage: we received a letter from DOH and boats throwing garbage on the water intake. This is a yearly event he got a price to go in and dive. We are looking at about $500.00 to take pics. Shaun feels we will be okay on this.
 
Missile site USACOE work planned: They did work in the 90’s and now they will be going in to look for underground tanks and lines. This property will be up for tax auction. Anthony called and asked if we were aware of the issues with this property and see if we really want to take this property back.

Audit follow up report:  this is like a mid-course action course. There are a few things we still need to implement we will continue to work on this.

BRASS Board of Directors vacancy: Jeff Clock has resigned and they are looking for a representative if anyone knows of anyone. 

c. County: 2011 Tax auction to be done in one year: Shaun gave us a list some have been paid but we will get these going. They are going to try and speed up this process so that we are not so far behind on them. We will prob do from 2012- current next yr. 

2. Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to accept the supervisors report and town warrant. Steve Benway moved. Charles Lustig seconded. Roll call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried

Highway:  We are still mowing the road sides. They are rebuilding a box on one of the trucks he will still have a few bills on that. Travis lowered his salt order from 800 to 400 ton. He will get a tarp and cover it for now. On auctions international the Sr. van sold for $1525.00, the water pipe $900.00 and the mower for $1650.00. The skating rink project that is going well. Noblewood is in need of being re-strained. The CO’s are looking for more work to do maybe we can have them come in and do the work for us. 

Town Clerk: Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to approve the Town Clerks report. Charles Lustig moved. Lane Sayward seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 

Ambulance: Excused

Youth Commission: We had a rep that attended the county meeting to go over the soccer season. They had their parent meeting and got enough couches for the soccer season. Pre-K Kindergarten is Renee Bruno, 1st and 2nd grade is Jessie Morgan and Jaime Santilo, 3rd-4th grade is James Leibeck, 5th-6th grade is Justin Drinkwine and Nick Arnold. They have three home games which is the 10th against Crown Point the big tournament is the 17th and Shaun will help assist with the food. Then end of October they will play Keene and Moriah. 

Golf Course: we are about 15 thousand positive. He had a Gentleman who has some medical issues. He is looking for a partial refund on his member ship ½ cart and trail and ½ membership. The refund would be $360.00. Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to refund Jim Ledden $360.00. Charles Lustig moved. Steve Benway seconded. Roll call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. All in favor and the motion carried.  

Parks and Rec: We talked about the pickle ball courts. Krissy called and we can get full funding for the paint, 2 nets, 8 paddles, and a case of balls. We just need to make sure that they are maintained and secure. Shaun talked to a couple supervisors and they took a yellow paint and didn’t go over the yellow lines and that doesn’t affect the tennis players. Charles Lusting moved to have office of the aging apply for the pickle ball equipment. Lorilee Sheehan seconded. All in favor and the motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS:
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Motion to approve corrections retirement project: Resurface Foley Park: we have 6 men that are interested in coming in and doing this project it will cost about $20,950.00. These 6 people will contract with Sheehan and Sons and they will split the cost of the project. Each man will work 1 day between the dates of August 22nd and 26th. They will then resign from corrections than come back one day they will just be paying for it. They will get two days of pay and then that money is turned back into the town so it is a no cost to us. They will then get a 10% boost in their retirement. We are hoping it will be done by the end of September. It will start middle of next week. Travis is going to call because the other bidders will then get it on our price instead of a private contractor. There a lot of others out there that want to help. Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to hire the 6 CO’s to do the work at Foley Park. Lane Sayward moved.  Charles Lustig seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. 

New Business:
1. Motion to introduce proposed Local Law regulating Peddlers: the attorney came back and said this should be a local law. We will need to hold a public hearing. Supervisor Gillilland has provided a draft for review. We will hold the public hearing on the 14th of September at 6:30pm. Then we will procced with the regular town board meeting. We will provide copies and materials of the proposed local law. Steve Benway moved. Lane Sayward seconded. All in favor and the motion carried.  
NYSERTA is going to have starting at 6 to have a web-ex on this project. 
2. Motion to approve ADA 504 for CDBG Grants: this is for the grievance procedure under the Americans with disability acts. A copy can be received from the town clerk. Supervisor Gillilland asked for a motion to accept Charles Lustig moved. Lane Sayward seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 


Motion comments from the board: Charles Lustig would like authorization to attend the AOT in September. Steve Benway moved. Lane Sayward seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 

Motions comments from the public: They had a golf tournament and those proceeds went to the honor flight. Betty Little played and stated that our course is one of the nicest she has ever played.  

Request for Executive Session to discuss:  Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to enter executive session to discuss upcoming union contract. He would like Highway superintendent Travis Crowningshield and Town Clerk Bridget Brown to attend. Lane Sayward moved. Steve Benway seconded. All in favor and the motion carried.  

Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to exit executive session: Charles Lustig moved. Lane Sayward seconded. All in favor and the motion carried.
