MINUTES
SPECIAL TOWN BOARD MEETING
DATE: November 19th 2015 AT 6:30 PM
LOCATION: WILLSBORO VISITOR CENTER
Present: Supervisor, Shaun Gillilland, Councilors: Charles Lustig, Lorilee Sheehan, Steve Benway, and Lane Sayward.

Supervisor, Shaun Gillilland called the meeting to order at 6:30 P.M. 

The board recited the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Introduction: Supervisor Gillilland briefed the board and members of the public on the tax cap and on the general election of the Ambulance District and the processes we have taken to get to where we are now. 
Public Comment: Tracy McGill: what was the increase for? Was it just for the ambulance district? We budgeted $142,000.00 for the new ambulance district. This would be used to offset cost of the billing and since we don’t have any background on any of this we need to be ready for the max if they don’t collect. Supervisor Gillilland stated that he doesn’t feel we will have to stay at this rate. We need to make sure we have some sort of reserve in case we have an accident with the ambulance or something. The insurance is going to be a lot higher with them being private versus public. If that money is not spent then it will go into a reserve in which we can maintain and if we need a new ambulance then we will be able to have a little to get started. Win Belanger:  have you looked down the road to see where we are going to be down the line. He said if we are going to break the tax cap then we should do it now so that next year we don’t have to break it again next year. 
Close Public Hearing: Charles Lustig moved. Lorilee Sheehan seconded. All in favor and the motion carried.

Motion to adopt Local Law No. 1-2015 Override Tax Cap Levy see resolution. RESOLUTION ADOPTING PROPOSED LOCAL LAW NO. 1 OF 2015 ENTITLED “A LOCAL LAW TO OVERRIDE THE TAX LEVY LIMIT ESTABLISHED IN GENERAL MUNICIPAL LAW §3-C"


The following resolution was offered by councilman Charles Lustig, who moved its adoption.


WHEREAS, by Resolution duly adopted on November 4, 2015, the Town of Willsboro introduced Local Law No. 1 for 2015, entitled “A Local To Override the Tax Levy Limit Established in General Municipal Law §3-c”; and


WHEREAS, a Public Hearing was duly held on the 19th day of November, 2015 at 6:30 o’clock in the evening to hear any and all persons concerning the adoption of said local law; and


BE IT RESOLVED that the Willsboro Town Board hereby adopts proposed Local Law No. 1 of 2015 entitled “Local Law No. 5 - A Local To Override the Tax Levy Limit Established in General Municipal Law §3-c”, reading and providing as follows:

“TOWN OF WILLSVORO LOCAL LAW NO. 5 OF 2015"


A Local Law To Override the Tax Levy Limit Established in General Municipal Law §3-c.


BE IT ENACTED, by the Willsboro Town Board as follows:


Section 1.
Legislative Intent.  

It is the intent of this local law to override the limit on the amount of real property taxes that may be levied by the Town of Willsboro pursuant to General Municipal Law §3-c, and to allow the Town of Willsboro to adopt a budget for the fiscal year 2016 that requires a real property tax levy in excess of “tax levy limit” as defined by General Municipal Law §3-c.

Section 2.
Authority.

This local law is adopted pursuant to subdivision 5 of General Municipal Law §3-c, which expressly authorizes the Town Board to override the tax levy limit by the adoption of a local law approved by vote of sixty percent (60%) of the Town Board.

Section 3.
Tax Levy Limit Override - Budget Authorization.

The Willsboro Town Board hereby overrides the tax levy limit for the Town of Willsboro for 2016 and authorizes the Town Board, after completing all required procedures for the adoption of a budget, to adopt a budget for 2016 that requires a tax levy that is greater than the tax levy limit calculated for 2016 pursuant to §3-c of the General Municipal Law. 

Section 4.
Severability.

If any clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, or part of this Local Law or the application thereof to any person, firm or corporation, or circumstance, shall be adjusted by any court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unconstitutional, such order or judgement shall not affect, impair, or invalidate the remainder thereof, but shall be confined in its operation to the clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, or part of this local law or in its application to the person, individual, form or corporation, or circumstance, directly involved in the controversy in which such judgement or order shall be rendered.

Section 5.
Effective Date

This local law shall take effect immediately.


This resolution was duly seconded by Councilman Lane Sayward, and adopted upon a SIXTY PERCENT roll call vote as follows:

1. Motion to Approve Town of Willsboro 2016 Final Budget. Supervisor Gillilland briefed the board and public on the final budget. Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to adopt the final budget Steve Benway moved. Charles Lustig seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland all in favor and the motion carried. 
Motion Comments from the Board: Supervisor Gillilland stated that we were asked to look at the engineering proposal on the ESPC for the streambank report. The funds are still in the grant from DEC. There is a concern of asbestos being in the ground and there is no plans of disturbing it. Supervisor Gillilland called for a resolution to sign the contract with ESPC Charles Lustig moved. Lane Sayward seconded. Steve said that they should be made aware and make it clear we are staying away from asbestos. If they are recommending that it be removed then we need to make sure that we have an estimate so that we don’t go over the amount of money that we have available. Supervisor Gillilland briefed the town on the streambank project. Roll call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland.
