MINUTES
TOWN BOARD MEETING
DATE: October 14th 2015 AT 6:30 PM
LOCATION: WILLSBORO TOWN HALL

Present: Supervisor, Shaun Gillilland, Councilors: Charles Lustig, Lorilee Sheehan, Steve Benway, and Lane Sayward.

Supervisor, Shaun Gillilland called the meeting to order at 6:30 P.M. 

The board recited the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Review of the Minutes: Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to approve the September 9th regular Board meeting and EMS Public Hearing minutes. Lane Sayward moved. Lorilee Sheehan seconded. All in favor and the motion carried.
Reports:

Correspondence: We have a number of notes and emails from Tunnel Ln. residents that they do not want to be part of the seasonal water district. 
County: The passage of the occupancy tax. This was approved so this adds private rental to a 3 percent occupancy tax that will be paid to the county. This will go into effect on January 1st. People renting their house will have to pay the 3% occupancy tax to stay in compliance with the law. After that they voted that each town will receive $2500.00 from ROOST for tourism promotion and the fish hatchery will get $50 thousand. 
Town:  We have only received one RFP on the seasonal water district.  The ending date on this is the 16th. We are expecting to get at least one more.
Warrant: we don’t have a formal report because of Codia being out on maternity leave.  Steve Benway moved to approve the warrant. Lorilee Sheehan seconded. Roll call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland.
TOWN CLERK: Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to accept the Town Clerks report. Steve Benway moved. Charles Lustig seconded. All in favor and the motion carried.
HIGHWAY: Travis thanked Steve for the use of his small excavator. We will be starting the fall ditching. Travis stated that they had three water leaks and have gotten them all fixed. 
Youth Commission: They had a great turn out at the tournament. They wanted to thank everyone for their help. They have one more tournament. Then they will start the basketball season.

Parks: We have one of the 250th celebration glasses left. Justin asked if we can purchase some more of the wine glasses. Justin asked to purchase 5 dozen more glasses. Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to purchase 5 dozen wine glasses. Charles Lustig moved. Lane Sayward seconded.  Roll call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland. We have the haunted trail this weekend. The freshman class will be helping with the event once that is done we will close up Noblewood.

Golf Course: The report is in the packet. They closed last Tuesday and have been starting to get things closed up. We have one check left to come in for one tournament. Travis helped them and got them an air compressor to blow out all the lines. 
Streambank and Dam report: Dam is pretty much done. Just waiting on submittals for the railing. He has had reports of jumping salmon. Streambank: the large tree on the bank they have found that is only being held up by rubble. Vic has requested an extension on the grant. He has gotten a verbal agreement that they are willing to extend it till the end of September. This will allow us to do additional work down there. We are looking at a few additional ideas for down there. They are out of the river and will start to seed tomorrow. It is looking very good down there.

Old Business:
1. Setting of public hearing for proposed zoning amendment: Scott Allen stated that our next step was to schedule a public hearing.

LEGAL NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that pursuant to Section 20 of the Municipal Home Rule Law of the State of New York, and pursuant to a resolution of the Town Board of the Town of Willsboro, adopted October 14, 2015, the said Town Board will hold a Public Hearing at the Town Hall, 5 Farrell Road, Willsboro NY, on the 4th day of November, 2015 at 6:30 P.M., to hear all interested parties and citizens regarding the adoption of proposed Local Law No. 1 of the year 2015, titled A LOCAL LAW REPLACING THE TOWN OF WILLSBORO ZONING ORDINANCE WITH THE TOWN OF WILLSBORO ZONING LAW AND TO ENACT THE TOWN OF WILLSBORO ZONING LAW.  The purpose of enacting the Local Law is to correct certain ambiguities and discrepancies contained in the existing zoning regulations, to refine some of the definitions contained in the zoning regulations, to create a more user friendly zoning law document and make the document available to the public on the Town’s website, and to redraft the official zoning map in a GIS format and make a .pdf of the map available to the public on the Town’s website.  Submission of written comments are encouraged and should be submitted to the Supervisor of the Town of Willsboro prior to the scheduled Public Hearing.  Further information, including access to a copy of said proposed Local Law may be obtained at the Town Clerk's office, 5 Farrell Road, Willsboro NY.  The Draft Amended Zoning Ordinance is available for viewing and downloading on the town's website at http://www.townofwillsboro.com/zoning-ordinance-update.html . 
1. Review of tentative budget resolution to adopt as preliminary budget: Shaun made the changes to the budget. The highlights stayed the same, just made the minor changes. We are still under the .73 percent increase to stay below the cap. Shaun briefed the board on some of the increases that affected the budget. It is pretty tight. We would like to schedule the budget meeting for the 4th and do a budget work shop on the 28th of October for 6:30 pm. We do not have to pass a local law to break the tax cap. We will have to do that pretty quickly if we do need to do it. The deadline for the final budget is the 20th of November. We just got approved for the government efficiency plan and that means that everyone should be getting a check in the mail before Election Day. If we do pass a law to break the cap and we don’t break it then we won’t be eligible for the money the next year. Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to schedule the budget work shop on October 28th at 6:30 and public hearing on November 4, 2015 on the preliminary budget. Steve Benway moved. Charles Lustig seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to make budget the tentative budget the preliminary budget. Charles Lustig moved. Lane Sayward seconded. All in favor and the motion carried. 
2. Invoices for streambank project: Supervisor Gillilland stated that we have the streambank invoices and an invoice from ESPC that we will need to pay.  
New Business:

1. Heating system for Noblewood pavilion: Travis received a bid on a propane system that came in for $9,680.00. This wouldn’t pay for itself on the first year but Supervisor Gillilland would like to get two more bids and then make a decision. We have a lot of people that are asking to use this building more and more.  We are just going to ask a few local people to put a proposal in. Steve would like to also see us get a bid on a gas system as well.
2. Kiosk for Big Woods: we have been working with nature conservancy on the trails. The town was awarded the creating healthy places grant for signage. They have been working on a Kiosk and this will be covered under the healthy grant. We can but the purchase for the kiosk it is $800.00 which will be paid back to us. Supervisor Gillilland called for a resolution to purchase the Kiosk of $800.00 which will be reimbursed to the town. Charles Lustig moved. Lorilee Sheehan seconded. Roll Call: Benway, Sayward, Sheehan, Lustig, Gillilland all in favor and the motion carried. 
3. Resolution of appreciation for Visitors Center Volunteers: Supervisor Gillilland called for a resolution of thanks for all the volunteers for their time at the VIC. Lorilee Sheehan moved. Unanimous second.
Motion Comments from the board: It was suggested to move the playground equipment down to the Essex Road Park. Also someone mentioned the intersection from Maple St. and 22 to put a stop line down.  Steve also asked on the last two applicants we hired for DPW we asked if they were willing to train for sewer and water. They would need to be active in the plant for a year. Steve would like to see us get going on that. On the Fire department budget it’s approximately $270,000.00 will a portion of that money coming back to the new EMS district. Supervisor Gillilland has sent them a letter and is waiting for a response. Steve asked about the town garage and the school. Where are we with that. Supervisor Gillilland stated that the design is there and ready. There are some questions on the engineering. The price is about $3 million and the process needs to be started with the school. That will determine that amount of the State ED they will be receiving. We are looking at about $2 million plus that will need to get bonded. Steve asked about the Cornell Barns and one of the reasons we are in those barns is because of storage. So the bus garage and the highway garage would be vacant. Can we use that for storage? Travis stated that the building would be used for cold storage because we had to cut the building. Lane asked about people putting water meters on if they paid for them. Supervisor Gillilland stated we currently don’t have a system to allow this. The problem with that is that we would need to have someone read them and the software that we wanted to use isn’t going to be compatible.  Just the software was like $10 thousand. 
Motion comments from the public: Barbara Paye feels that a heating system would be great and she is in support of a heating system.  
Motion to enter executive session to discuss employee hiring with Travis Crowingshield and Bridget Brown to be present. Charles Lustig moved. Lorilee Sheean seconded. All in favor and the motion carried.

Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to exit the executive session: Steve Benway moved. Lane Sayward seconded. All in favor and the motion carried.
ADJOURNMENT – 
Supervisor Gillilland called for a motion to adjourn the meeting. Charlie Lustig moved to adjourn. Unanimous second.
